Easter 2019

1. All children must be accompanied by responsible adult –even 12s and over.
2. Remember to prepare a hard boiled egg if you’re going to be rolling or jarping.
3. The weather forecast is for lovely weather – looks like sunglasses, hats and maybe even sun cream!

4. Please bring your booking number on the day (one for each child - children are welcome to memorise their number, as it makes getting their egg easier!)  
5. Please do not bring your dog/s as some children have become upset in past (not the dog’s fault btw so even well behaved dogs should be left at home)

6. If you are taking part in the Letter Hunt or Easter Trail, please bring a pencil/pen.

7. From just before 10.30am, volunteers will be down the path from Duffield Rd gate to give out answer cards etc and get everyone into place ready for the Easter Bunny (roughly 10.45)
8. Please keep your children with you until it’s time to follow the Easter Bunny. Children doing the new Easter Trail activity please stay at meeting place ie don’t follow the Bunny.
9. Picture Cards Search: aimed at children of walking age to 6 years old. They  collect these 5 different cards -   Pink Bonnet, Green Lamb, Red Bunny, Orange Egg and Yellow Chick    

No equipment needs be brought or collected before Bunny arrives.
This activity takes place in the area near the Belper Rd gate. 
When they have collected all 5, they can collect an Easter Egg from the table. Booking Number is needed here.
10.  Letter Search Activity: aimed at children aged 7 to 11.
They should bring a pencil and collect an answer form before the Bunny arrives. This activity takes place near the Belper Rd gate.

Children need to look for the multicoloured egg signs around area - dangling from branches etc. 
There will be a letter and number attached to each sign, write the letter down in that numbered box on answer form.
11.  The NEW trail activity is aimed at 12s and over. 
Your children will be running over a bit more of Darley Park so good grip trainers/boots essential as well as a charged in-credit mobile. Please bring pen/pencil.

A responsible adult has to stay in Derwent Park until their child returns and also have a mobile so their child can contact them.
If you don’t have any younger children, you can meet at 10.45am to collect the answer sheet. 
There will be photos and other clues on the calendar section of  www.sixstreetsderby.org from the time the activity starts.

They can choose to complete the trail in pairs 

12. After the hunt activities, there are the egg & spoon and sack races as well as the egg rolling and jarping up on the slope. Races will be segregated on age basis.
